INSTRUCTIONS

Marble Magnet Kit

Step-by-step instructions for making your own Marble Magnets.

Your kit includes:
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Four 2x2 One sheet of Foam Spreader Sandpaper Cheesecloth Magnets Tilano Medium™
Marble Tiles Tilano Imaging Brush 100ml (3.4 FL 02)
Paper™

To get started:

Dampen the cheesecloth and use it to wipe all the dust off the marble surface. Choose the image(s) that
you would like to put on your marble magnets. Any image that can be photocopied or printed on a laser
printer can be transferred onto the marble, including handmade artwork and photographs. You can add
text, patterns or borders to customize your marble magnets, or include names, special dates, or meaningful
words to personalize them even further. Visit our website at www.tilano.net for a list of creative ideas and
downloadable templates to enhance the look of your magnets.

Step 1: Make a mirrored laser print of your image

What to do:

a) Make a laser copy of your image on the Tilano Imaging Paper™. This can be done with a laser printer or
a photocopier.

b) Test the image first by copying it onto regular paper to check the size and orientation.

¢) Once you are pleased with the appearance of your image, make a mirrored laser copy onto the shiny side
of the Tilano Imaging Paper™.

Note: Mirroring the image will ensure that your image is not backwards once it's transferred onto the marble.

Step 4: Reveal the image www.tilano.net
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Foam Brush 1/2 cup Dry Time
Cool Water

What to do:

Fill a cup with water, then using the foam brush, apply water to the back of the paper until it
is fully saturated. When the paper becomes completely transparent (approximately 30 to 45
seconds), use your fingers to peel the paper off starting where the paper has lifted (usually at
a corner). Let the marble dry for 30 minutes.

- If areas of your paper are not transparent once water has been applied, add
more water and rub the area lightly with your fingertips until the paper
becomes transparent. (This is a result of medium getting on the back of the
paper during Step 4.)

- after you peel off the paper, do not try to speed the drying time by blotting
the marble, as this can cause the image to lift off.

Step 5: Sand the edges
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Sandpaper Cheesecloth

What to do:

Sand the edges of the marble to remove any of the excess medium that oozed out during the
transfer process. Wipe off any dust with the dampened cheesecloth to get the marble ready
for sealing.

- If there’s any excess paper left around the edges of your marble, make sure
you sand it off rather then trying to peel it off.

Step 6: Seal the marble

Foam Brush Tilano Medium™ Dry Time

What to do:

Shake the Tilano Medium before use. Dip the brush in the medium and apply a thick coat
to the entire marble surface and edges. Let the marble dry for 45 minutes. You may apply
an extra coat for greater durability if desired.

Step 7: Adhering magnets

Magnets
What to do:

Put a small amount of Medium in the center of the back side of your marble. Gently press the magnet into the Medium.
Let dry for 12 hours in a warm location before use.
